2.Turn the Aperture Control Ring ® 180 degrees.
3. Make sure to align the 2 indexes @ and ® .

2. Note on the lens correction functions in the camera body.

3. Note on the auto sleep function
The sleep mode is not reset by focusing or aperture operation of
the lens, and the camera may need to be awakened after a pause in
use. The sleep mode is reset by half press of shutter button or dial
operations on the body.However, it is recommended to turn off
the auto sleep function in the body setting in order to alleviate this
complication.
